How many plants will I need ?
New mixed hedges are usually planted at a spacing of 5 plants per
metre (approximately 4 plants per yard). This allows for 2 rows with
plants staggered – see diagram below.

Quantities of 25 to 150 plants
For smaller quantities of up to 150 plants we offer a convenient
mixture of 2 to 3 year hedging plants 60-80cm in height, pre-packed
in bundles of 25 plants. Each bundle contains 12 Hawthorn, 4 Field
Maple, 3 Hazel, 3 Spindle & 3 Blackthorn. Price £30.00 per bundle +
VAT.

Quantities of 150 plants and over
Plants are supplied in multiples of 25 plants. You can select your
own mixture or simply leave it to us. The mixture can be varied to
suit your requirements but should include at least 50% Hawthorn.
In addition to Hawthorn, you can select other plants from the list
below, but the quantities of those you select should be multiples
of 25. Plants are either 40-60cm, 60-80cm or 100-125cm in height.
All are strong 2 or 3 year old plants with stout stems.

The most commonly used method is to put a spiral rabbit guard on each plant
and support the plant by pushing a bamboo cane into the ground next to the plant inside the rabbit guard. Details below. For other methods
and products see page 25.
