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Tree pit to be finished with Arboresin tree pit surface system,
to a thickness of 50mm* installed strictly in accordance with
manufacturer’s instructions. {*Thickness is dependent upon

application.)

. Surface preparation

Area must be clean and dry. 100mm minimum infill depth
is required. A porous geotextile needs to be placed at the
bottomn of the area to be surfaced. Place approximately 30-
50mm loose aggregate onto the geotextile. It is important
to leave a space around the tree to allow for the eventual

increase in trunk diameter.

. Application

Mix resin and hardener very thoroughly, using a paddle
mixer for a minimum of two minutes. lemperature to be
between 5-30°C. Pour mixed resin over the washed and dried
aggregate and mix with a forced action mixer until the stone
is well coated. Pour resin/stone mix into location and trowel

to a flat finish,

A superior finish is achieved by keeping the trowel clean using

the solvent cleaner, applied with a rag.

3. Cleaning

Tools should be cleaned immediately using a solvent cleaner.

4. COSHH

Hazard data sheets are supplied and should be in operatives’

possession,

5. Arboresin quantity

Arboresin is stocked in components of /50ml resin and 250m

hardener with 25kg of washed and dried aggregate.
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
